f. Applicants must demonstrate community involvement and leadership abilities through their respected organizations as listed on the adjoining application. 

2. SCHOLARSHIP SUBMISSION MATERIALS: To be eligible, applicants must submit the materials below before June 1, 2011 (including LORs):
a. Applicants must complete the below application in full upon submission. 

b. Applicants must submit their high school transcript.

c. Applicants must submit 2 letters of recommendation. The LORs must come from a teacher or a member of an organization that the applicant is involved.  

d. Applicants must email the completed application & essay to scholarship@nbmbaa-wgc.org.    

3. NBMBAA-WGC SELECTION CRITERIA: Applicants will be evaluated on the following:
a. Scholarship recipients are selected on the basis of academic excellence, demonstrated leadership ability, and participation in school and community activities. 
b. Selection of the recipients for the award is made solely by the NBMBAA-WGC Scholarship Committee. All applicants agree to accept the award decision as final. Applicants will be notified by June 15, 2011. 
c. For 2011, the total amount to be awarded for each high school recipient is $1000.00.
4. SCHOLARSHIP PAYMENT DETAILS: Scholarship recipient funds will be disbursed when the below conditions are met:
· Scholarship funds will be dispersed once proof of collegiate academic enrollment/acceptance is provided. The verification information that will need to be furnished prior to the receipt of funds will be at the discretion of the scholarship selection committee. Additional information regarding what materials will need to provide will be disclosed once recipients are selected and subsequently notified.
